PHASE 1: Little Rock / DATES: May 24, 31 and June 7th
Course Description:  A closed course with 4 turns and a hill. Straight finish.

Directions:  I-430 North to Shackleford Road exit and turn right at end of ramp, then follow to Markham Street and 
turn right. Cross over interstate and make a left on Natural Resources Drive.

Registration:  Begins at 8:00 am. Entry fee is $15.00 per race. Fee includes $2.00 per rider USCF insurance surcharge. 
Riders who are not USA Cycling members (cat 5 only) will need to purchase a $10 one-day license in order to 
participate.

PHASE 2: North Little Rock / DATES: June 11, 18 and 25th
Course Description:  A flat, closed course with 4 turns in Burns Park.

Directions:  From Interstate 40 East, take the Burns Park exit and turn right at end of ramp. Take first road to your 
right and follow to the Soccer Complex entrance on your left . Follow direction signs from there. From Interstate 40 
West, take Burns Park exit and turn left at end of ramp and follow above directions.

Registration:  Begins at 5:00 pm. Entry fee is $15.00 per race. Fee includes $2.00 per rider USCF insurance surcharge. 
Riders who are not USA Cycling members (cat 5 only) will need to purchase a $10 one-day license in order to 
participate.
